A. Donations- Scott Owens made a motion which was seconded by Roger 
Jackson to accept the donation of $300.00 from Oxford Auto Salvage for the 
Town’s Holiday Food Account #85018554

B. Tax Increment Financing- TM explained that with development going on in 
the town and the recommendation of the Economic Advisory Committee, he 
wanted to look at the possible expansion of the water line and construction or 
expansion of the sewer line for the town. The best way to do this would be by a 
T.I.F. The north end needs water since we lost out on the opportunity when 
Lowes proposed coming into town and stopped the construction project. Lois Pike 
spoke up and said that area had been T.I.F’d before. TM said that the only T.I.F. 
the town had was for Wal-Mart and that brought the water line to Pottle Rd. Scott 
Owens made a motion which was seconded by Roger Jackson to direct the TM to 
move forward on the T.I.F. project. 


Motion passed 5-0

C. C.D.B.G. Program- TM said that all the offers received on the Robinson Mill 
had been low ball because of its present condition. TM wanted to apply for a 
C.D.B.G. (Community Development Block Grant) to rehab the mill. In order to 
apply, the mill needs to be in a non-profit under the Town. $250,000 would be 
available with a Town match of $50,000. TM explained that it is a very 
competitive grant and applications are due the end of March. Funding could 
secure the building, dam and open the road. Scott Owens made a motion which 
was seconded by Roger Jackson to instruct the TM to move forward on the 
C.D.B.G. application.

Motion passed 5-0

D. Maine Uniform Building and Energy Code- The state building code laws 
require builders to hire certified third-party inspectors to conduct the required 
inspection unless the municipality has voluntarily chosen to have a certified 
municipal building inspector do the work.

A municipal code enforcement officer/building inspector (CEO) may enforce the 
code. The legislature is hopeful that CEOs who currently enforce a municipally 
adopted building code will continue enforcing the MUBEC as they had their 
municipal code - as long as they satisfy a new training and certification standard 
for MUBEC. 

TM said that once again the state is imposing an unfunded mandate. Rodney 
Smith has started training and the TM wants to get him certified. A resident asked 
if it was a good idea to only have one set of eyes inspecting this. TM said that 
currently our CEO is the inspector and does a good job. It is a five part training 
and Rodney thinks he would be completed by July 1, 2012. He wants to order the 
books for this training rather then trying to download and print. He did that on the 
first one and it was time consuming and not a quality product. 

Scott Owens made a motion which was seconded by Jay Goforth to direct the TM 
to include MUBEC inspections as part of the CEO duties.
