Board of Selectmen

Minutes of 01/07/2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:30pm by Vice-Chairman Scott Owens. Other members present were Dennis Sanborn, Jay Goforth and Roger Jackson. Also present were Town Manager Michael Chammings (TM), Town Clerk Ellen Morrison, approximately 16 members of the public. No reporters were present.
Vice-Chairman Owens led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Chairman Floyd Thayer arrived later during the public hearing but asked Selectman Owens to continue to chair the meeting.

Public Hearing- Mass Gathering Application 

Nateva Festivals Inc.

Frank Chandler explained that his company wanted to have a music and camping festival at the Oxford County Fairgrounds July 1st, 2nd, 3rd & 4th.  The music has not been scheduled yet, but they are looking for musicians that would appeal to a broad spectrum making the event viable and drawing crowds. Mr. Chandler said that he has been working on this project for 12 months and a day. He plans on having a family camping area, some rides for the kids, a children’s play area and fireworks since it is the Fourth of July weekend. Steve Cordwell asked if all aspects of the Mass Gathering Ordinance were being followed and if the selectmen had looked at the application thoroughly. He also felt that the application didn’t follow the ordinance. TM said that the selectmen had the application for a week. TM had previously asked the selectmen about reviewing the application since it was twenty years old, but they deemed it not necessary. TM explained that stipulations are added to the requirements when deemed necessary. The Chief of Police Jon Tibbetts and Fire Chief Scott Hunter met with Mr. Chandler and have agreed that the town has the right to adjust staffing as the date approaches. (See attachment #1) TM said that Mr. Chandler has been willing to adjust and accommodate.  Marilyn Colby asked when they would know the bands that are booked. Mr. Chandler said he hoped to have that information in 30-60- days.

Since there were no more questions, Vice Chairman Owens closed the public hearing at 6:52pm.

5. Manager’s Update/Report – 



TM stated the state’s budget was in the red again and the town would be 
cut an additional $49,445. This would be a 25% reduction in state revenue 
funding. The state has made cuts in General Assistance reimbursement, 
eliminating the 90% and allowing only a 50% reimbursement to the towns. This 
affects mainly the large towns and cities, but TM felt that it was a bad time to be 
doing this. The Town will have cuts will in School Subsidies, Homestead, (push 
back to the Town) Tree Growth, Revenue Sharing and the Circuit Breaker 
Program. TM said that Town’s revenues were in good shape but that three years 
ago he informed the selectmen that we could handle three years financially and 
this is the third year. Hopefully the economy will turn around.


TM heard back from Traveler’s Insurance and the Kay House was not 
covered for water damage caused by poor workmanship. The leak has been 
stopped.
6. Questions/Comments from the Public- 

Resident Peter Laverdiere wished everyone a Happy New Year. 


Steve Cordwell reiterated his concerns over the Mass Gathering Application, 
whether it is done properly and holds true to the ordinance. Selectman Owens felt 
that it works as a whole and explained that each application is looked at 
individually. This allows for stipulations to be added depending on the event and 
what might be necessary. This is determined by the selectmen, TM, Chief of 
Police and the Fire Chief with input from the applicant. Suzanne Grover of the 
Oxford County Fair said that Frank Chandler of Nateva Festivals was very easy to 
work with and due diligent in his paperwork. Chief Tibbetts agreed and felt 
confident in being able to work out all necessary details with Nateva following 
ordinance guidelines. Shawn Cordwell asked if stipulations hold up in court. Dan 
O’Neill of the Economic Development Committee, said that the Town has the 
right to make stipulations and negotiate in the best interest of the Town. TM said 
that the stipulations would hold up in court.
