Ones that made only first calls at 30%.Salt and sand have been coming in. We had problems at first getting salt but now we’re getting 900 to 1,000 a day and should be done next Thursday as long as salt keeps coming in. Wood lot is showing at 8:30am on 10/29/08. Bids are due on Nov. 12 at 3:00pm to the forester.  Packages are available at the Town Office. ADA compliance renovation for the clerk’s office have gone out and are due back 11/20/2008 which is also the date we’re looking at for the Special Town Meeting.
