5. Manager’s Update/Report – 


 
TM said that the food giveaway at the rec. center sponsored by the Oxford 
Hills Food Pantry and Black Bear Entertainment served approximately 270 
families. The line started one and a half hours before the doors opened. Traffic 
police were there and did a good job keeping the cars moving in and out of 
the parking lot. TM has been approached about having a food pantry here in 
Oxford to serve the needs of the town. Currently the residents travel to Norway 
for a food pantry. TM wants some feedback from the selectmen. They instructed 
him to go ahead and listen to what they have to say about what is involved.


TM said that the audit is in and the Town is in compliance. Revenues are 
done. The fund balance has gone from $660,000 to $250,000 but the town has 
been able to survive these last difficult years. Other towns have not faired so well. 
Once again TM is concerned about the possible 10% cut to excise tax, since 100% 
of this goes to roads directly. TM stated that there will also be some changes to 
building codes that just went into effect.  
6. Questions/Comments from the Public- Lois Pike spoke of the high snow banking on 
the corners of Station Rd. complaining that you can’t see and wondered if it was 
in the state’s right of way. TM said that he would have to take a look at it to know 
for sure. Lewis Staples said that the town should get the D.O.T. to redesign that 
intersection. Lois Pike also asked about a traffic light at the corner. Tom Cushman 
asked about the water line going up Rt.#26 and when the Town met with Black 
Bear and authorized this.  TM explained that the town can not authorize this and 
only the Water District has the authority to bring the water down Rt26 and out 
Pottle Rd. The casino will be drilling wells for phase one but are interested
 in 
having water on the site. TM would like to TIF this project to make the water 
expansion possible but the water district is limited by how much it may borrow. 
TM would like to look at the feasibility of water and sewer. The Water District 
has done a feasibility study on the water; TM will check with them.
