TM stated that the town should be NIMS compliant by the end of March. Four 
Selectmen will take the course and be tested next Thursday. Selectman Goforth 
has already passed. TM is not required to take but has done it and passed. On 
Monday March 9, the Oxford County Commissioners want to meet with the Town 
Managers and Chairmen of the Boards of Selectmen at 3:30pm to discuss what to 
do with the county jail. Some want to make it a holding facility. TM informed 
them that the county budget is up over 8%. The first budget meeting will be held 
on Tuesday March 10, 2009. TM explained that all departments have worked hard 
to hold the line on the budget because of loss of revenue and possible excise tax 
loss next year. For the current budget revenues are done $87,000 so TM has met 
with department heads and given the amounts needed to cut in the current year.  TM 
invited all to the opening of the Tractor Supply Store on Saturday March 7. He 
will be presenting a plaque at 9:00am welcoming them to Oxford. The grand 
opening will be held at a later date.
