5. Manager’s Update/Report – 


TM gave a report to the selectmen from John Palmer concerning proposed legislation for 
site location and development laws which are going to be quite strict. They may interfere 
with low to middle housing. Rodney has been over this. TM wanted to make the 
selectmen aware. The week has been very busy trying to keep up with the budget. 
The 
town has made progress in its current revenues, making up some of the shortfall for this 
year mostly due to an increase in interest. We are now close to projected revenues with 
25% of the year left in expenditures. TM has been meeting with department heads on a 
regular basis to keep track of where each department is as far as year end. Work has 
started on the Town Report; TM asked selectmen to think about the dedication since 
there have not been any recommendations yet. Highway has put up almost all of the 
salt and sand needed for next year by purchasing left over product at a reduced cost. Even 
the cost of an excavator was half price due to the time of year. TM said that the selectmen 
have a report that was done allegedly by Norway, Oxford and Paris Fire Departments on 
recommendations for regionalization. Since Chief Hunter was on vacation, TM 
recommended that this be discussed at the next selectmen’s meeting.  
6. Questions/Comments from the Public-


Pete Laverdiere asked about the sewage treatment and its future since the mill 
property was in foreclosure due to non-payment of taxes. TM said that this would 
be 
discussed tonight under purchase and sales. Mr. Laverdiere was concerned about the 
license for the sewer treatment and heard that it had expired. TM said that DEP is 
holding back to see what the town does, but it was operating within the parameters.

The 
selectmen recently adopted a policy for Tax Acquired Property Police that better 
established the procedure for handling foreclosed property.

TM explained that Robinson Manufacturing is on a much larger scale than the usual so 
the paperwork will be more involved. The agreement will be drawn up and reviewed by 
our lawyers allowing the company to buy back the mill property by paying all taxes due 
in monthly payments. TM wants to keep Robinson’s ahead of the foreclosure process. 
Chairman Thayer allowed questions from the public concerning water levels, licensing 
for the treatment plant and the dam.
