Minutes of 6/30/2009

4. Action on Minutes-

A. 6/18/2009 and 6/22/2009

James Goforth asked why the minutes were not on the agenda but in the packet. 
TM was going to have them at the next meeting since this meeting was just to 
close out the year. Since the selectmen had read them, Jay made a motion which 
was seconded by Roger Jackson to accept as presented the minutes of 6/18/2009 
and 6/22/2009.
Motion passed 4-0.

5. Reserve Transfer- 

Jay Goforth made a motion which was seconded by Roger Jackson to 
transfer:

6. Supplemental Taxes-

Roger Jackson made a motion which was seconded by Jay Goforth to 
approve the supplemental tax of $7,102.80 to Colin Groves for a Tree Growth
Penalty. Motion passed 4-0
 
7. Donation Acceptance- Jay Goforth made a motion which was seconded by Roger 
Jackson to accept the donation of Anne and Owen Turner to be placed in the Fire 
Equipment Reserve Account. Motion passed 4-0
8. Sign Warrants- Jay Goforth made a motion which was seconded by Roger Jackson to 
sign warrants #52, #53 & #53A. Motion passed 5-0


Roger Jackson asked the TM what was going on with Noble Rd. TM explained 
that we were at the point of scheduling a Special Town Meeting to accept the road
 
since no definitive proof of its being accepted had been found. Selectmen Jackson 
wanted the residents informed and felt that the selectmen should look at other 
roads in town and clarify their status to stop this kind of confusion from 
happening again. TM said that would take a great deal of time to do and that we 
owe it to the residents of Noble Rd to move ahead on their road. TM 
recommended looking at other roads at another time and to have them ready for a 
town meeting. 

Roger Jackson made a motion which was seconded Jay Goforth to 
have the TM 
move ahead with the Special Town Meeting for Noble Rd’s acceptance. 

Motion passed 4-0


Chairman Thayer requested addition time to speak about a problem with dumping 
in the town. Chadbourne Tree Farms  owns  multiply acres of woods and has 
discovered an
area were someone has been dumping for years. They were 
requesting assistance 
from the town as far as disposing of the debris. TM 
explained that there were established fees for disposal that other residents had 
been required to pay in similar circumstances. Examples were given of fees for 
tires and other property clean-up.  Chairman Thayer said that he wasn’t entirely 
sure that he agreed with that but would tell the company of the fees involved.

Roger Jackson made a motion which was seconded by Jay Goforth to adjourn. Motion passed 4-0
